Wireless File Access and File Sharing for the High-Powered

A Swiss company founded in 1995, Oxet SA is a rising star with dramatic growth delivering a turnover of $650 billion in 2003 with $800 million forecast for 2004. Oxet’s business is based upon a network of alliances it has built up with multinational and domestic pharmaceutical manufacturers and suppliers. It uses these to trade goods, provide contract-purchasing services for NGOs and GOs, engage in brokerage and even provide healthcare services.

How Airdocs Is Used

Oxet managers and sales staff travel extensively with their Windows XP laptops between client sites and offices in Geneva, Paris and London. Their effectiveness depends upon having the latest files and material available at all times, and upon being able to quickly share and collaboratively revise proposals to close deals. Airdocs EFA software installed on their laptops enables them to meet both of these needs.

Airdocs Fast Folders

Oxet staff keep Airdocs Fast Folder links to their office file shares on their Windows Desktops. When connected to the VPN over GPRS or dialup, they simply double-click on the Fast Folders to gain access to shared files and folders on the remote fileservers at amazing speed. The ARTR technology built in to the Airdocs software can compress file data during transmission where files are being revised or derived from other files by up to 1000:1. This not only delivers outstanding performance, but also dramatically reduces the cost of using GPRS, as the tariff is partly based upon bandwidth consumption.

Fast Folders can also be instantly switched into offline mode, allowing the user to access cached data (which can also be preloaded) and prevent users accidentally overwriting each others work when files are be revised: If two users copy a remote file to their Desktop say, then make revisions and then try to copy it back to the same remote folder, Airdocs will warn the second user that the file has “changed on the server since you last accessed it”, and ask them to cancel the operation or rename the file.

Airdocs Quick Links

Airdocs Quick Links link to individual documents on file shares. When Oxet staff need to share a document on a fileserver, they simply right-click and choose “Email Quick Link”. Since the Quick Link is only a few hundred bytes in size, the email can be sent immediately. The recipient then downloads the file by opening the attached link, which is 10-1000X faster than a normal email attachment.
